Dear Dr. Holley:
This is a followup for Mrs. Price donated kidney to an uncle.  There were incidental findings cardiac myxoma requiring open heart surgery and complications of ARDS this is close to the donation time.  Otherwise, comes with some degree of dyspnea on activity.  He is going to follow with cardiology to see the bowel status.
Review of System:  Extensive review of system done being negative.  There is some frequency and urgency but no infection, cloudiness, blood or incontinence.  Blood pressure at home 120s-130s/80s.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Blood pressure Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Today 132/78 on the left-sided.  Alert and oriented x4.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  Increased S2 from valve surgery.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema or minimal and nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries in May, creatinine 1.4, which is baseline and GFR 41 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable and prior kidney donation to an uncle.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Minor edema probably from the Norvasc.  Presently normal electrolytes and acid base.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition.  Calcium in the upper side, but not symptomatic.  Prior calcium and creatinine ratio not elevated.  No anemia.  No EPO treatment, prior history of heart myxoma and valve surgery.  To follow with cardiology.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
