Dear Mr. Flegel:

This is a followup for Mr. Buckley with prior history of acute kidney injury, low potassium, low magnesium causing rhabdomyolysis and prior exposure to cisplatin or testicular cancer without recurrence.  Incidental thyroid cancer post total thyroidectomy.  Since November last visit no hospital emergency room.  No smoking.
Review of System:  Extensive review of system negative.  He discontinued smoking like a year ago.
Present Medications:  Notice losartan, Norvasc, beta-blockers, Aldactone, potassium and magnesium.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 128/60 and 147/73 and obesity 259.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.38 fluctuating overtime.  Present GFR upper 50s.  Minor metabolic acidosis.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III variable numbers overtime.  Continue to monitor.  Presently no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  There is mild metabolic acidosis, not requiring treatment.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for binders.  Continue present potassium and magnesium replacement.  Continue present medications.  No EPO treatment.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
