Dear Annu:

This is a followup for Mrs. Nelson with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in November.  New diagnosis of rheumatoid arthritis.  Started on methotrexate and folic acid.  Follows with Dr. Laynes.  She was high positive for anti-CPP although normal rheumatoid factor also had COVID back in February, no hospital admission.  Has obesity.  Sleep apnea CPAP machine.
Review of System:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the Lasix, Aldactone, Entresto and amiodarone.  Presently off Jardiance because of recurrent yeast infection.
Physical Examination:  Weight up to 244 previously 239 and blood pressure 113/70.  Lungs clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  No major hand deformity.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.5 stable overtime and present GFR 35 stage IIIB.  Labs review.  Urine shows no activity for blood or protein.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, prior hypertension and congestive heart failure, tolerating Entresto, Aldactone and diuretics.  No need for EPO treatment.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and liver testing.  Exposed to methotrexate.  Diagnosis of rheumatoid arthritis.  Exposed to amiodarone.  No activity in the urine.  Continue to follow.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
