The patient tells me that there was rust on the end of the bar.  The bar broke, and he fell about 10 to 12 feet.  He fell about 10 to 12 feet, onto another bar.  The patient tells me that he fell on another bar on his back and the back of his head.  The patient tells me that he hit the head hard.  He had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he woke-up in a hospital.  The patient tells me that was at least 15 minutes he was out of consciousness.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.  The patient also had dizziness and blurred vision.
Since this event, the patient has chronic headache.  The patient has chronic dizziness almost daily.  The patient also has visual blurredness.  The patient had decreased memory.  The patient has poor memory.
The patient is currently working for security.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his focus and concentration at work.  The headache affecting his concentration and focus.  The patient has blurred vision.  The patient also has dizziness at work.  The dizziness is affecting his concentration at work.
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
