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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in between 2001 and 2002.  The patient does not remember the exact date.  The patient was in Barstow, California.  The patient was in Fort Irwin.  The patient was involved in NTC training.  The patient tells me that he was in the bottom of five-ton military truck.  The patient tells me an equipment fell off the truck, landed on the right side of his head.  It was the metal piece.  It was heavy.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he had complete loss of consciousness.  He was confused and disoriented.  He did not remember anything for the rest of that day and for few days after that.  The patient was in a confusion state for few days.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient has seen the military doctor.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.
The patient was also playing quarterback in 2001 and 2002.  The patient was playing quarterback for football in the military.  The patient tells me that he was knocked down several times to the ground.  The patient hit the head several times.  The patient gets confused and disoriented.  However, there is no loss of consciousness.
Since these events, the patient has chronic headaches.  It is migraine headache.  The patient has anger management issues.  The patient has memory loss.  The patient has numbness in the fingers.
The patient is currently working for UPS.  The patient tells me that he works in the office for UPS.  The patient tells me that his chronic headaches, memory loss, and anger issues have resulted him to take FMLA a lot.  The patient tells he need to take Tylenol a lot.  The patient has difficulty concentrate and focus at work.  The patient’s memory loss is also affecting his work performance.  The patient tells me that his headaches affecting his concentration and focus at work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  Between 2001 and 2002, he was under military truck that is five-ton heavy.  The patient tells me that an equipment fell off the truck, and landed on the right side of the head, caused him to have immediate loss of consciousness.  As a matter of fact that the patient has confusion and disorientation for the next several days.
The patient does not remember anything for few days.  The patient had amnesia symptoms.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion by military doctor.  The patient also knocked down to the ground several times playing quarterback, for the military.  Since the event, the patient has chronic headaches, memory loss, anger problems, and difficulty concentrate and focus.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The head injury followed by chronic headaches, memory loss and anger issues, are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
