CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for pancreatic cyst evaluation.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had abdominal pain and she went to the emergency room at Alexian Brothers Medical Center. In the ER, the patient has extensive workup done including CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis and it showed left ureteral stone and after that it also showed 2 cm pancreatic cyst. The results of the CT scan are reviewed with the patient and she never had any problems with the pancreas in the past.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chills, weight loss or weight gain, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color.

SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient works a fulltime job. She is single and her last menstrual period was two weeks ago and it is unremarkable. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use or substance abuse; otherwise, she is very active.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft. No epigastric tenderness. There is no significant tenderness of the lower abdomen or flank.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any redness or swelling and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Emergency room reports are reviewed with the patient and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.

The patient is going to keep appointment with the urologist and if the condition gets worse, the patient is advised to go to the nearest emergency room.
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
