CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough, left ear poor hearing and nasal congestion.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband complaining of cough mostly in the nighttime and it is not associated with any phlegm, sometimes it is dry.

The patient has decreased hearing in the left ear for the past several days and she never had this problem in the past and there is no ear discharge.
The patient also complained of nasal congestion on and off and sometimes it results in headache and coughing. The patient has not used any medication for that.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, blurry vision, ear discharge, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient works fulltime job and she lives with her husband. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. She is going to start exercises.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals mild nasal congestion without any discharge. There is impacted cerumen in the left ear without any bleeding.
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
