CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of both knees pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her daughter stating that both knees are hurting and pain level is 3 or 4 and it is relieved after resting. The patient is advised to start stretching exercises.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, excessive weight gain, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or leg swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness. Both knees examination revealed mild tenderness of the knee joints without any joint effusion and weightbearing is less painful.
