CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came as a followup for hearing impairment.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had hearing impairment and he was seen by ENT physician and his hearing test shows poor hearing in both the ears at high frequency. The patient stated that he is able to manage and refused hearing aids.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, tinnitus, visual disturbances, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no impacted cerumen. Tympanic membranes are intact without any perforation.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.
