CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 65-year-old female with chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 65-year-old female with history of chest pain over a five-year period. She now notes that chest pain has been occurring daily. It is worse with lying down at nighttime. She rates pain 5/10 subjectively. It is nonradiating. There are no associated symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Prediabetes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Cataract surgery.

2. Breast biopsy.

3. Hysterectomy.

MEDICATIONS: Unknown eye drops.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died with heart disease.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use. The patient is originally from Ethiopia.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: The patient has generalized weakness, fatigue, and night sweats.

Skin: Unremarkable.

HEENT: Ears: Tinnitus at nighttime. Eyes: Cataract surgery three weeks ago.

Genitourinary: There is history of frequency of urination and flank pain.

Neurologic: Headache.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 100/54, pulse 68, respiratory rate 16, height 61 inches, and weight 125.9 pounds.

Gastrointestinal: Abdomen is flat. There is mild epigastric tenderness.

Skin: Reveals a discoloration pattern consistent with tinea versicolor especially involving the lower extremity.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm rate 63 bpm. No significant ST/T-wave changes noted.

IMPRESSION: The patient is a 65-year-old female with history of chest pain. She has history of prediabetes. She has epigastric tenderness consistent with gastritis versus gastroesophageal reflux disease.

PLAN: CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, and echocardiogram. Start Protonix 40 mg one h.s., #60. Followup six months or p.r.n.
