CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 78-year-old who complained of chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 78-year-old male who complained of chest pain. The patient reports episodes of chest pain, which occurred several months earlier. Pain in general occurred while going to the bathroom. He has had no exertional chest pain, but has pain when lying on his right side. He has had no vomiting or shortness of breath. He has had rare nausea only.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Seizure disorder.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Keppra 500 mg b.i.d.

2. Atorvastatin 80 mg h.s.

3. Vitamin B12 1000 mcg daily.

4. Cholecalciferol 50 mcg one daily.
5. Systane eye drops 0.6% takes three drops daily.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: There have been no chills, fever, or weight loss.

Skin: Unremarkable.

Eyes: The patient wears glasses.

Respiratory: Unremarkable.

Neurologic: He has seizure disorder.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 115/69, pulse 71, respiratory rate 16, height 73 inches, and weight 141.3 pounds.

Exam is otherwise unremarkable.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 63 bpm. There is first-degree AV block.

IMPRESSION: The patient is a 78-year-old male with history of chest pain, epilepsy, and first-degree AV block. The patient has history of dental extraction. The patient is further noted to have history of prediabetes; as such, he has multiple cardiovascular risk factors. It is unclear that this chest pain represents ischemia. Of note, he was found to have a soft systolic murmur in the aortic region.

OVERALL IMPRESSION:
1. Chest pain.

2. Abnormal EKG.

3. Murmur.

4.  Seizure disorder.

5. History of hypercholesterolemia.

6. History of prediabetes.

PLAN: We will perform echo and stress testing. Further workup pending echo and stress test.
