Dear Dr. Bartlett:
This is a followup for Mr. Kroneck who has obstructive uropathy, calcium oxalate stones, progressive renal failure and prior hydronephrosis.  Last visit in November.  Tested for sleep apnea apparently negative.  Has chronic back pain bilateral without radiation.  No evidence of radiculopathy.  He denies urinary changes or symptoms.  There was iron deficiency anemia without external bleeding.  EGD colonoscopy done this was through Sheridan.  It is my understanding a lesion that was cauterized, but I am not sure if it was active bleeding or not.  No blood transfusion.  Overall he keeps himself very physically active.
Review of System:  Extensive review of system done.  Blood pressure at home usually 130s although today in pain up to 160s.
Medications:  Presently takes only some iron supplements and natural leaf blood pressure control.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure was 156/90, I repeat 140/90 on the right.  Very pleasant.  Alert and oriented x4.  Normal speech.  Lungs and cardiovascular appears normal.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 2.05, which is baseline and present GFR 34 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, calcium oxalate stones with prior obstruction and hydronephrosis clinically stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  There is high blood pressure.  He refuses medications, only natural treatment.  Present sodium, potassium and acid base normal.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  He does have anemia, but has not required EPO treatment.  There is iron deficiency with apparently workup no malignancy.  He follows urology Dr. Stockall, is presently doing no dietary changes for oxalate in the diet although he is trying to increase fluid intake.  We discuss also the importance of salt and protein restriction.  He has low level of protein in the urine, otherwise no other activity.  All questions answered.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
