Dear Dr. Holmes:
This is a followup for Mr. Sutherland he traveled to Florida he is back.  Doppler studies abdominal vessels apparently also renal arteries done, but no results available.  No procedures were done.  Was treated for C. diff with antibiotics improved.  He has chronic diarrhea, no bleeding.  He is following a low potassium diet and phosphorus.  He misses his potatoes.  No vomiting.  No dysphagia.  No bleeding.  No changes in urination.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the chlorthalidone, Aldactone and valsartan.  Remains on Plavix and Lipitor.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 140/50 on the right.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  No gross respiratory distress.
Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 1.77, which is baseline.  Sodium and potassium are normal.  Metabolic acidosis with high chloride and low bicarbonate.  Present GFR 38 stage IIIB.  Normal calcium.  Albumin and phosphorus not available.  Hemoglobin not available.  Back in January high potassium, but repeat was improved.  He remains on Aldactone.  No bicarbonate was done.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB progressive over the years, extensive vascular disease and hypertension, prior documentation of renal artery stenosis.  I do not have the report of the new Doppler in Florida back in February.  We will try to obtain.  Prior acute kidney injury at the time of right-sided hemicolectomy ischemic bowel.  No reported obstruction or urinary retention.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  He has chronic diarrhea from bowel resection.  Known to have abdominal vascular disease superior mesenteric artery.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  We will see him before he travels back to Florida.  So far tolerating diuretics, aldosterone blocker and ARB valsartan.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Continue to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
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
