This is a progress report on Christopher Bruce.

This 66-year-old male initially was diagnosed to have multiple myeloma in August 2022 at that time he had significant disease in the bone marrow. His hemoglobin was very low. He was started on systemic chemotherapy with Revlimid, Velcade, and dexamethasone. He did achieve remission however earlier course was stormy with him getting pneumonia and COVID infections requiring several hospitalization and rehab placement. Subsequently in about two years ago, the patient was switched to Darzalex since he was having peripheral neuropathy from Velcade. The patient subsequently also had femoral and popliteal artery thrombosis requiring hospitalization and embolectomy. He has been on anticoagulation since he is doing better.

The patient was switched to Revlimid two weeks on and two weeks off 25 mg daily and Darzalex 1800 unit once a month. However, last IgG has shown a jump with IgG used to be 271 and now it has jumped in excess of 2465. Apparently, he has relapse so he will need to go back to Revlimid 25 mg three weeks on one week off and Darzalex 1800 units every other week to begin with if the need be we may have to go back to once a week.

We will request his insurance to preauthorized Revlimid 25 mg three weeks on one week off and Darzalex 1800 units once a week for three months then every other week thereafter.
DIAGNOSES:

1. Multiple myeloma relapse.

2. Anemia.

3. Peripheral vascular disease.

PLAN: Plan is to see him in two weeks once Darzalex once a week and Revlimid three weeks on one week off is authorized through his insurance.
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
