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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1997 in the fall, the patient was in Fort Bragg in North Carolina.  The patient was performing training parachuting jumping exercise.  The patient tells me that he was jumping out of an airplane at night.  It was windy and it was raining.  The patient tells me as he was landing, he was drifting backwards.  He tells me the wind was blowing him backwards.  The patient landed on to his back and hit the head on to the ground.  The patient immediately hit the back of the head and immediately had loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for about 10 to 15 minutes.  The patient was leaning in the back of the head.  The patient tells me that his colleagues were looking for him.  The patient tells me that he was completely out of consciousness.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient was disoriented.
Since the event, the patient had severe head pain.  He has chronic headache and migraine headaches.  The patient became very sensitive to light and sound.  It is everyday.  The patient also has insomnia symptoms.  The patient has difficult to sleep.  The patient also has difficulty to concentrate and focus at work.  The patient also tells me that he has severe neck pain since this event.
The patient is currently cleaning pools for living.  The patient tells me that he is unable to focus at work.  The patient is not able to concentrate at work.  The patient is very sensitive to light.  The patient is not able to work under the sun very well to clean pools_.  The patient tells me that sun triggers headaches.
It is my impression that the patient has sustain traumatic brain injury.  In 1997, the patient was performing training exercise for parachute.  The patient was a paratrooper.  The patient landed on the ground at night in the windy and in the rain.  The patient drifted backwards, got hit on the back of the head on to the ground.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient is out of consciousness 10 to 15 minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient has grogginess.  The patient also has nausea.  Since this event, the patient had severe headache and migraine headaches.  The patient became very sensitive to light and sound.  The patient also had insomnia symptoms.  The patient also has significant difficulty to focus and concentrate at work.  It is my opinion that the head injury hit the ground with the loss of consciousness followed by severe head pain, confusion and disorientation or traumatic brain injury symptoms.  Chronic headaches sensitivity to light and sounds, insomnia symptoms, and concentration difficulties are also common signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.
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
