HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in June 1971, the patient was in Vietnam.  It was on June 24, 1971, he was in Vietnam.  The patient was sitting in the military vehicle and then there was an RPG attack to the vehicle next to him.  The explosion caused shockwave.  Then there was a shrapnel went into the right-side of his head.  The patient tells me that shrapnel went inside into the scalp, in the right parietal occipital area.  The patient started bleeding.  He has immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient did not remember how long he was unconsciousness.  It was during an attack.  However, when he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient is bleeding from the scalp.  The shrapnel made an indentation into the right temporal occipital parietal area.  The patient had surgery.  The surgery was performed to take out the shrapnel.
Since the event, the patient had severe chronic headache.  The patient has impulsiveness.  The patient has fatigue.  The patient has lack of focus and concentration.  The patient makes poor decisions.  The patient has panic attacks, depression, and anxiety.  The patient also has sleep problem, insomnia symptoms, and dizziness.  The patient has loss of loss of empathy.  The patient also diagnosed with PTSD.
The patient is currently not working.  The patient is retired.
It is my impression that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  On June 24, 1971, the patient had an RPG attack, caused an explosion and caused shrapnel go inside of his right scalp in the right occipital parietal temporal area.  The patient tells me that he had complete loss of consciousness.  The patient needed surgery to remove the shrapnel from his scalp.  The patient tells me there was an indentation into his scalp at that time.  Since the event, the patient has headaches, loss of focus.  The patient has significant decrease in concentration and focus.  Poor memory.  Dizziness and chronic headaches.  These are all kind of common sign and symptoms from traumatic brain injury. 
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
