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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In 2016, the patient was in camp Lejeune, North Carolina.  The patient was exercising and playing some kind of sport.  The patient does not remember what sport it was.  However, the patient remembers that he ran into somebody with the head and head injury.  It was a head to head impact, running at full speed.  The patient injured the right eyebrow.  The patient injured the right forehead.  The patient is bleeding profusely.  The patient has immediate loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for about 10 to 15 seconds.  The patient woke-up with severe pain.  The patient is bleeding in the right temporal area and right eyebrow.  The patient went to the hospital and needed stitches in the right eyebrow area.  Since then he had blurred vision in the right eye.
Since the event, the patient had chronic headaches, mental fogginess, sensitivity to light and sound.  The patient has significant forgetfulness.  The patient blanks out.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient has confusion and disorientation.

The patient is currently working as an auto mechanic.  The patient tells me that his memory is poor.  The patient is not able to remember his task duties.  The patient also had significant difficulty to focus and concentrate.  The patient tells me that the chronic headaches are also affecting him.  The headache is affecting his concentration and focus.  The light sensitivity also affects his job.  The patient tells me that he is under performing in his job because of these symptoms.

It is my impression that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.   The patient had head to head injury in 2016.  The patient is running in full speed during sport exercise.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient had right eyebrow bleeding.  The patient need stitches in the right eyebrow.  The patient had loss of consciousness for about 10 to 15 seconds.  Since the event, the patient has severe head pain.  The patient has headache.  Sensitivity to light.  The patient has forgetfulness.  The patient has mental fogginess and insomnia symptoms.  The patient has significant difficulty to concentrate and focus since the event.  These symptoms are all consistent with traumatic brain injury.
