HPI: A 71-year-old female seen in her room. She is morbidly obese and lying in a hospital bed watching TV. The patient has a wheelchair in her room. I asked if she gets out of bed at any point during her day. She states she gets out of bed every morning. She can weight bear with assist transfer into her manual wheelchair and propel herself up to the front lobby of the facility where she will spend time just people watching. I asked patient about extending that time up out of bed and propelling her chair to twice a day and she told me that her pain is such that she is not able to do more than once a day. She begins telling me that overall, her pain is increased and she does not know if she has gotten worse or if the medications are just not working as effectively.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia severity not measured, bipolar disorder, unspecified cardiomyopathy, lymphedema, HTN, and GERD.
MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., Wellbutrin 150 mg q.d., Voltaren gel topically to affected areas p.r.n., Aricept 5 mg h.s., Lunesta 0.5 mg h.s., gabapentin 600 mg one q. 12h., Norco 10/325 mg one tab t.i.d., IBU 400 mg q. 8h. p.r.n., levothyroxine 150 mcg q.d., losartan 50 mg q.d. and lurasidone 60 mg one tab q.d., melatonin 5 mg h.s., metformin 500 mg q.d., MOM 30 mL p.o. MWF, MiraLax b.i.d., Protonix 40 mg q.d., risperidone 0.5 mg b.i.d., Senna Plus one tab t.i.d., B12 500 mcg one q.d., and D3 25 mcg q.d.
