SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Nevenk is a 77-year-old married Caucasian female living with her husband at 29250 Longview Apartment #9, Warren, Michigan 48093. She described that she is doing very good. She has been taking her medication. She describes since she is taking medication, she is feeling lot better and more happy. Her husband also agreed with her statement. She described only other medications she is taking is for diabetes. The patient was educated about the medications and encouraged that she should try to take Klonopin only if she need but I do not like to get dependent. However, she has been on this medication for longtime but never required high doses or never requesting for more refills. The patient has been taking Klonopin quarter milligrams in the morning and evening and duloxetine 20 mg daily. She was alert, oriented, pleasant, and cooperative. She is having no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. She has no depression, anxiety, and mood swings. Her husband also concurs about her statement.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder chronic with period of anxiety and history of diabetes mellitus.

PLAN: Continue with the supportive care. A 30-day supply was ordered.
