CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of dizziness, vomiting, neck pain and followup for short run supraventricular tachycardia.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he is feeling dizzy for the past few days especially started after vomiting. The patient was exposed to common cold a week ago. Now the patient has less vomiting and dizziness.

The patient came today as a followup for abnormal cervical spine x-ray showed osteoarthritis and the patient is advised on stretching exercises.

The patient also had EKG done and it showed short runs of supraventricular tachycardia then he had Holter monitor and the patient is going to be seen by cardiologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, swallowing difficulty, nausea, diarrhea, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or urinary incontinence.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gout and he is on allopurinol 100 mg tablet once a day along with purine free diet.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on metformin 500 mg tablet one tablet twice a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on rosuvastatin 5 mg tablet one tablet daily by mouth.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. The patient does limited work now, but he does go to exercises every second day.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
