CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low back pain and followup for anemia.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that low back pain was on and off for the past two months. It started after the patient fell down at home and he did not get any x-rays. The patient’s pain level at this time is 3 to 4; however, it gets worse upon activities of daily living. The patient is going to have lumbar spine x-ray.

The patient came today as a followup for anemia. His hemoglobin count three months ago was 12.5 and it was improving; however, the patient had low iron and he is currently taking iron supplements.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary and bowel incontinence, tarry stools, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals minimal tenderness of the lumbar soft tissues especially in the midline and lumbar forward flexion is not painful. The patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
