CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right knee pain, varicose veins of the right leg, erectile dysfunction and blurry vision.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed pain in the right knee especially after he walked few days ago for three miles and the pain level 3 or 4 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. There is no history of falling down.

The patient also has prominent veins in the right leg. He had on and off the problem. He was advised to continue use compression stockings in the daytime only for five to six hours.

The patient also complained of erectile dysfunction he has noticed this six months ago and now it is getting worse. The patient was taking Cialis 2.5 mg tablet with minor affect. He has no side effects and it will be increased.

The patient has poor vision especially in the evening time, but there is no double vision and he is going to be seen by ophthalmologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, calf swelling or pain, swallowing down episodes or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 2.5 mg tablet one tablet by mouth daily along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg tablet one tablet a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on omeprazole 20 mg tablet once a day as needed and the patient is on Cialis 2.5 mg tablet one tablet twice a week and it is going to be increased.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He is retired now, but going to do some part-time work to keep himself busy. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any bruits.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema; however, the patient has prominent veins in the right leg, it is nontender. There are no skin changes.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the right knee joint and range of movement is limited due to pain. Weightbearing is more painful, but the patient is able to ambulate without any difficulty.
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
