The patient since the event had significant headaches.  The patient has intense headaches everyday.  It is all round his head.  The patient has extremely poor memory.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate and focus at work.  The patient tells me that his memory is significantly affective from this injury.
The patient currently is working as a massage.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty to concentrate, and focus on his work because of the severe head pain and headaches.  The patient describe them as migraine headache.  His memory is also very poor.  However, he is significant affecting his job performance.  His headaches are affecting his work concentration and focus.
