CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 44-year-old Hispanic female who is referred for evaluation of palpitations.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient describes three-month history of palpitations. This occurs especially at night and awakes her from sleep. She has had no chest pain, orthopnea, or PND.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Untreated hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: Ibuprofen p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal grandfather died of myocardial infarction. Mother had high blood pressure.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient notes alcohol use and cigarette use, but no drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had weight gain. She reports night sweats and chills.

HEENT: Eyes: She wears glasses. Ears: She has tinnitus. Nose: Unremarkable.

Neck: She has stiffness and pain.

Cardiac: As noted, she has palpitations.

Gastrointestinal: She has had nausea and heartburn.

Genitourinary: She has frequency of urination.

Musculoskeletal: She has joint pains especially involving the left foot.

Neurological: She has headache.

Psychiatric: She has nervousness, depression, and insomnia.

Endocrine: She reports heat intolerance.

Hematologic: She has easy bruising.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 145/75, pulse 81, respiratory rate 18, height ________ inches, and weight 172 pounds.

Exam is otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 81 bpm. There are nonspecific ST/T-wave changes. Borderline ECG.

IMPRESSION: This is a 44-year-old Hispanic female with palpitations, history of hypertension, and hypercholesterolemia. She is noted to have borderline ECG.
PLAN: We will put through echocardiogram, stress testing, and Zio Patch testing. I will see her in followup in one month.
