Dear Sirs at PACE:

This is a followup for Kathleen with bipolar disorder, lithium exposure with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and prior high calcium.  Last visit in December.  She also receives Meals on Wheels meals.  Chronic problems of cough and asthma.  Has follow ENT.  There are plans for swallowing test.  Doing nebulizers.  Uses a walker.  Minor lightheaded, presently no fall.  It is my understanding you found tachycardia, but not associated symptoms and you are following this problem.  No reported vomiting.  No blood, melena or diarrhea.  Rare incontinent of the urine but no infection, cloudiness or blood.
Review of System:  Done.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Medications for her psychiatry disorder and memory.  Presently takes nothing for blood pressure.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure was 105/83 recognizes me.  No respiratory distress.  No episodes of cough.  Normal speech.  No facial asymmetry.  Lungs are very distant, but I do not hear localized rales, pleural effusion or consolidation.  There is tachycardia around 120s regular.  No ascites.  No gross edema.  Some bruises of the arms.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries few days ago June, creatinine 2.06 for a GFR of 25 stage IV, which is baseline.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV stable.  No progression.  No symptom.  No dialysis.  Prior hypertension and prior exposure to lithium.  No need for EPO treatment.  Normal potassium.  Watch metabolic acidosis and low bicarbonate.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Present blood pressure in the low side.  Workup in progress for her asthma.  There is tachycardia without associated cardiovascular symptoms and not on treatment.  It is my understanding you are following on that.  I have nothing to suggest CHF decompensation or evidence of hypovolemia.  She gets check of vitals two days a week.  All issues discussed.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
