Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Timothy with obstructive uropathy renal failure.  Last visit in December.  Underwent TURP at Lansing without any complications about two to three months ago.  Good urine output.  Stable neuropathy on the feet.  Discussions about Lyrica and Neurontin, but he is not interested.
Review of System:  I did extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:   Medication list is reviewed.  Blood pressure lisinopril and HCTZ.  Prior medications for prostate discontinued, on diabetes and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure today 128/80 and weight 214 pounds.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  There is low level of albumin in the urine 86 mg/g.  Minor increase of triglycerides and low HDL.  No anemia.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Minor low sodium.  Creatinine at 1.75 this is few months ago.  Diabetes well controlled 6.3 and GFR 42.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, combination of diabetes, hypertension, enlargement of the prostate with prior obstructive uropathy status post TURP and prior high calcium that has improved.  No symptoms.  No progression.  Consider the use of Farxiga or Jardiance.  Consider the use of Ozempic and similar.  We can also try Kerendia and monitor potassium.  At this moment he will discuss with you.  Otherwise, he is happy with the present regimen.  All issues discussed with the patient.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
