Dear Dr. Power:

This is a followup for Mr. Alexander with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  Follows urology Dr. Cotant.  A cyst on the left testicle.  Ultrasound down it is around 7 x 5 cm.  MRI to be done.  Hormonal markers for cancer negative.  Alpha-fetoprotein human chorionic gonadotrophic.  Has no symptoms.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, diabetes and cholesterol management.  On lisinopril, bisoprolol and HCTZ.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 188 stable and blood pressure 119/61.  No distress.  Normal speech.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No abdominal back tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries in June, creatinine 1.79, which is baseline and GFR around 40.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, underlying hypertension and diabetes stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Relatively small kidneys 9.4 bilateral without obstruction.  Component of urinary retention not severe and not symptomatic.  No need for EPO treatment.  Present potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
