Suddenly there was an IED explosion to his right side.  The IED explosion was approximately 10-feet away from his vehicle.  The patient had shockwave caused him to have temporary dizziness, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient did not remember he was out of consciousness.  The patient tells me that there was a lot of smoke and confusion.  The patient tells me that he did not remember if he was out of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he continued to carry on his mission.
Since this event, the patient tells me that he had significant tinnitus, headache, irritability, vertigo, poor memory, short-term memory, and stuttering symptoms.  The patient tells me that his memory is very poor.
The patient tells me that he is currently working as California Department of Correction and Rehabilitation.  The patient is a correctional officer.  The patient tells me that his memory significant affect his way to do his job.  The patient has memory difficulty.  The patient has difficulty remember his task duties.  The patient is not able to perform well on his work.  He states that his symptoms are significantly affecting him.  His tinnitus and vertigo affecting his symptoms.
The patient tells me he has PTSD.  The patient tells me that he was diagnosed with PTSD.
It is my opinion that the event was not severe enough to cause traumatic brain injury.  In 2007, the patient was in the military vehicle, the patient was at the Gunner Station.  The patient was in turret station on top of the military vehicle.  There was an explosion about 10-feet away.  The patient tells me that there was a lot of smoke, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient does not remember if he had loss of consciousness from that.  The patient tells me that since the event, the patient had tinnitus, vertigo, memory deficits, headaches, irritability, tinnitus, and poor memory.  It is my opinion that the event was not severe to cause traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that the event was not severe enough to cause his symptoms.  It is my opinion that he has underlying PTSD, which is most likely the cause of his symptoms including irritability and poor memory and stuttering.
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
