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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In 1979, the patient was in Fort Campbell in Kentucky.  The patient tells me that he fell down on the floor.  The patient hit the front of his head.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient hit directly in front of the head in between the eyebrows.  The patient tells me that he had complete loss of consciousness.  The patient is disorientation and confusion for the rest of the day.  The patient was out of consciousness for approximately five minutes.  The patient has nausea and vomiting for the next several days.  The patient tells me that he had a fracture of the skull.  The patient required stitches in the forehead in between the eyebrow.
Since this event, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient also has dizziness and lightheadedness.  The patient has confusion and disorientation.  The patient is difficulty to focus.
The patient is currently not working right now.  He used to work for Cargill Company.  The patient used to work for maintenance position.  The patient tells me that his headaches, dizziness, confusion, and disorientation affecting his job duties.  The patient was not able to focus and concentrate at work given his significant headaches and dizziness.  The patient gets confused easily.
It is my opinion the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1979, the patient was in Fort Campbell in Kentucky, the patient fell onto the ground.  The patient hit the forehead.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient had confusion and disorientation.  The patient was in and out throughout the day.  The patient had severe head pain, dizziness, confusion, and disorientation for the next several days.  The patient tells me he was diagnosed of a skull fracture.  The patient also needed stitches in between the eyebrow and the forehead.  Since these events, the patient has significant headache, confusion, and disorientation on a daily basis.  The patient also has chronic dizziness.  It is my opinion that the head injury followed by loss of consciousness, followed by nausea, confusion and disorientation these are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  Chronic dizziness, headaches, confusion, and disorientation likely due to the traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury from this event.  The patient also requires stitches in between the eyebrow.
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
