CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right testicular pain, weight gain, low back pain, and burning urination.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed pain in the right testicle for the past seven to eight days and he also had mild burning urination. The patient did not have any fever or chills. The patient in the past had no frequent urinations or infections.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied severe headache, double vision, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for lumbar laminectomy, hypertension, and the patient is currently taking atorvastatin 10 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of chronic rhinitis and he is on fluticasone nasal spray one puff twice a day.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 10 mg tablet one in the evening and 20 mg in the morning along with low-salt diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is lives with his wife and children. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. He is currently disabled due to back pain.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

Testicular examination reveals mild tenderness of the right testicle, not significantly swollen. There is no hernia.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
