Dear Dr. Huang:

This is a followup for Rosalva with chronic kidney disease, probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  Has developed tremor on the right upper extremity hand, mostly on activity, not really much at rest.  Other extremities not affected.  Chronic neuropathy on the feet without ulcers, claudication symptoms or discolor of the toes.  Denies unsteadiness or falling episode.  No use of walker and no cane.  Has lost a few pounds, but states to be eating well.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Constipation, takes prune juice, but no bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.
Present Medications:  Losartan, Norvasc and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Today, blood pressure 140/70 on the left side.  Very pleasant.  Alert and oriented x4.  Normal eye movements.  Normal speech.  No facial asymmetry.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs and cardiovascular, no major abnormalities.  No gross ascites or edema.  I noticed the tremor right upper extremity mostly on intention not at rest.  No gross rigidity.  No focal deficits.  Other brief neurological exam noncontributory.
Labs:  Chemistries from June; creatinine 1.3, which is on the good side of her baseline and present GFR 39 to stage IIIB.  Anemia 12.4.  Normal potassium.  Mild low sodium and metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium or bicarbonate replacement.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Present blood pressure is fair to good, continue present regimen, tolerating ARB losartan.  Low sodium represents free water, but is not severe.  Chemistries on a regular basis.  No indication for dialysis.  Come back in six months.  She is going to see you soon about the tremor right upper extremity.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
