Since this event, the patient has headaches, the patient has migraines.  He states he has got poor memory.  The patient has brain fog.  The patient is unable to retain and process information.  The patient has difficulty to follow commands and focus.
The patient is currently unemployed.  The patient used to work for the Air Force Logistics and MTI.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to do his job at Air Force.  The patient has significant difficulty to concentrate and focus. His performance is affected since this injury.
