SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 58-year-old white female who is presenting to see me today to be her doctor.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Hashimoto's disease.

2. Fibromyalgia.

3. Sjögren’s syndrome.

4. Grand mal seizure in childhood.

5. Complex partial seizure in childhood.

6. Venous insufficiency.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes C-section x2 and dental surgery.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married and has had two children. No smoking. No alcohol. No drug use. Currently, she is a housewife and does not work.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father and mother had coronary artery disease and CABG.

IMMUNIZATIONS: She did not receive any COVID-19 shots.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Reveals no headache. Good vision. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. No heartburn. No nausea. No vomiting. Occasional abdominal pain. No constipation. No diarrhea. No melena. No nocturia. No straining upon urination. She has complete bladder emptying. She is six year postmenopausal. She does not have any hot flashes but report vaginal dryness. Occasional leg swelling. All other systems are reviewed and are negative.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: As mentioned above.

HEENT: Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation. Injective conjunctivae. Nonicteric sclerae. No cervical lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit bilaterally. No jugular venous distention bilaterally. Moist oral mucosa. No pharyngeal erythema noted.

Neck: Supple. No stiffness or rigidity.

Heart: Heart sounds are regular rate and rhythm. Normal S1 and S2. No murmurs heard. No friction heard.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation. No crackles or wheezes heard.

Abdomen: Soft. No hepatomegaly. No splenomegaly. No guarding, rebound, or rigidity.

Extremities: There is no edema in the lower extremities.

Skin: No skin rash noted.

Neuro: Nonfocal.

LABORATORY DATA: Investigations available to me none.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. History of Hashimoto’s disease. We are going to check her thyroid antibody level.

2. History of fibromyalgia currently asymptomatic.

3. History of Sjögren’s syndrome.

4. History of grand mal seizure now resolved.

5. Varicose veins.

6. Venous insufficiency.
