CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient stated that she came today with a chief complaint of left-sided chest pain, followup for hypercholesterolemia and premenopause syndrome.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has sharp chest pain on and off in the chest, but she has seen free of pain for the past several days. There was no radiation of pain to the upper extremities or jaw and she has no history of palpitations or sweating.

The patient has irregular menstrual periods lately and she has been seen by gynecologist on regular basis.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and currently on low-fat diet.
The patient also had high blood pressure few days ago and it was consistently high, but now she is feeling better and during that period of time the patient had some chest sharp pain.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, anxiety disorder, loss of sleep or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 supplement 5,000 units tablet once daily.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and children. She also takes care of mother. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. She does fulltime job.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement. JVP is normal.
There is no chest wall tenderness.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

PSYCHOLOGIC: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.
