CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of muscle wasting of both the hands.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has seen orthopedic surgeon and underwent carpal tunnel surgery and he still has weakness in the hand more on the left than the right side; however, the patient does EPA testing for *_________*.
The patient also complained of nasal congestion on and off, it is chronic in nature.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, or tremors.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D3 5,000 units every day.

The patient has a history of pedal edema and he is on genetic Dyazide 37.5 plus 5.25 mg tablet one tablet daily as needed.

ALLERGIES: Mild reaction to PENICILLIN; otherwise unremarkable.

RECENT SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient had excision of the colon polyp and it was non-cancerous.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife. He works full-time job and part-time job in the weekend. The patient never smoked cigarettes any more. His alcohol drink is usually beer two to three a day.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

PSYCHOLOGIC: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.
