HPI: A 75-year-old gentleman who approached me this evening telling me that he needed to have a cardiology appointment to check his pacemaker. We had discussed this last week and I did write an order and those orders were given to the social worker who I am told arranges the various doctors’ appointments that may be needed by patient. The patient states to me today as he had when I saw him previously that it has been over two years since his pacemaker was interrogated and his concern is that the battery may wear out at any minute or maybe worn out now and he is afraid of that. He does not remember the name of the cardiologist, states that he was at the University and then he thinks he went to Mercy or the Heart Hospital North. I told him I would submit the request to the social worker and I have written for a cardiology appointment to check pacemaker. Last battery check was greater than or equal to two years.
