


ASSUMING CARE NOTE

CC: New patient.
HPI: I am assuming care of the patient. A 68-year-old gentleman seen in his room, he has a hospital bed, it was propped up, watching television, he has a fan that was positioned near the foot of his bed and blowing directly on him and he seemed quite comfortable. The patient starts telling me that he had been in a room across the hall and that he had a horrible roommate as he put it who was loud, who would keep the TV on all night, would turn the light on in the middle of the night with the patient sleeping and that there was just no way he could continue, so now he is happy to have for now a private room and it is quiet, he states.
DIAGNOSES: Cardiomyopathy with failure, history of brainstem stroke, senile debility, GERD, HTN, chronic pain, muscle spasms to back, anxiety disorder, major depressive disorder and type II diabetes mellitus.
MEDICATIONS: Cymbalta 30 mg b.i.d., Lantus 50 units q.d. and 40 units h.s., NovoLog per sliding scale, methocarbamol 500 mg one tablet q.8h. p.r.n., FiberCon one tablet q.d., oxybutynin 5 mg one tablet q.d., doxazosin 1 mg one tablet b.i.d., KCl ER 10 mEq one tablet q.d., trazodone 50 mg h.s., Miralax q.d., Senna Plus one tablet q.d., Dilaudid 4 mg one tablet q.8h., lacosamide 100 mg one tablet b.i.d., and pregabalin capsule 75 mg one capsule q.a.m. and p.m.
ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: Regular, liberalized diabetic diet.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was resting comfortably in his room. He was cooperative, seemed to relax after he got to vent about his previous roommate.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/73, pulse 76, temperature 97.8, respiratory rate 18, saturation 96%, FSBS 203 and weight 202.1 pounds.

HEENT: Long gray hair. Some male pattern hair loss. EOMI. PERLA. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa, Native dentition in fair repair. He has a long gray beard. He states he cannot tell me the last time he shaved.

CARDIAC: He has a regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact. No bruising or breakdown noted.

PSYCHIATRIC: He appeared comfortable in his new room and seemed more relaxed after he was able to vent about what he went through with his previous roommate.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. DM II. On 11/24/2025, A1c was 8.1 and it is unclear whether there was adjustment of his insulin at that time. He is overdue for quarterly A1c that is ordered and once available, we will make adjustments in his insulin as well as looking at adding a long-acting oral medication.
2. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein on a CMP from 11/24/2025, was 6.1, albumin WNL. We will add a protein shake b.i.d. Remainder of CMP WNL.
3. General care. CBC and lipid profile are ordered and we will review and treat as needed when results available.
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
