CC: Followup on decline.

HPI: An 82-year-old female who was seen in the dining room, she was brought in and her Broda chair she just looks about randomly. She is fat. She was eating a couple bites here and there and then looking around but she would eat when staff approached her with food. Later I saw her in her room she was propped up in her high-back Broda chair watching television and seem quite content.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: She has short combed hair. EOMI. PERLA. She just randomly looks about does rarely makes direct eye contact. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple with clear carotids.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Decreased bibasilar breast sound secondary to limited effort. Lung fields clear otherwise no cough. No evidence of SOB.

ABDOMEN: Soft and hyperactive bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She sits in a high-back Broda due to poor neck and truncal stability. She has to be positioned with some cushioning on either side. She is nonweightbearing and does not have adequate grip strength to hold utensil.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with fair turgor.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Flat, nontender, and bowel sounds present. No masses.

RESPIRATORY: No cooperation with deep inspiration. The lung fields are relatively clear and she has decreased bibasilar breath sounds.

NEURO: Orientation x1. She is nonverbal. She does not make direct eye contact. She smiles and seems content appears to when she sees her husband appears to recognize him. On occasion, when she is seeing me she looks at me and there is a smile and then turns away.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. End-stage primary progressive aphasia. She is followed by hospice as well as facility. She appears to be well taken care of and content. Her husband visits her regularly and monitors that she is getting what she needs.
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2. Anxiety disorder that appears to have decreased with both a matter of time and she is on Remeron 15 mg at h.s., which may also been of help.

3. Pain management and occasional noted musculoskeletal pain management. She is on Norco 5/325 mg one and half tablet q.a.m. and h.s. and that appears to have alleviated her pain.

4. General care. The patient had full labs end of January 2026. Her TSH and BMP WNL. We do need to make sure that she gets checked on for water q. shift. She had elevated BUN and creatinine and GFR. I will continue with current care as is did speak with her husband today about what is going on with her generally he is content with seeing her be okay and thanked us for the care she receives.
