


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Left foot wound.

HPI: A 72-year-old gentleman who spends his day in bed. He has a room by himself and does not interact with any of the staff. He is generally noncompliant with vital signs and there have been no labs obtained on him as he refuses. The patient has been seen by wound care physician Dr. Allison Murphree who contacted me after her visit with the patient. Not unexpectedly the patient was resistant to being seen, but finally let her examine him and he did not give any information. X-ray was obtained and it took some effort to get the patient to cooperate with the x-ray showing acute osteomyelitis involving second toe possibly the little toe. Dr. Murphree was able to explain to the patient the severity of the osteomyelitis and that antibiotic would be required and that would also need to have an in place IV access and despite some effort we were able to get him to cooperate for PICC line placement. The patient will receive daptomycin 500 mg IV q.d. for seven days. A culture from the left plantar surface of his foot has been obtained.
DIAGNOSES: DM II, weight loss, RLS, major depressive disorder, insomnia, anxiety disorder, atrial fibrillation, GERD, and HTN.
MEDICATIONS: In addition to the daptomycin, the patient has p.r.n. medications that he has access to it include Colace one capsule q.d., Eliquis 2.5 mg q.12h., Lopressor 50 mg q.d., Flomax q.d. and Januvia q.d. all of those are q.24h. p.r.n. The patient has resisted any routine medication.
ALLERGIES: LACTOSE INTOLERANT.
DIET: Liberalized diabetic diet, regular texture thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is lying in his bed with his eyes closed. He did not stir when I spoke to him and it was evident that he was awake, just not going to talk. I returned several hours later and the patient was up wearing his sweatpants and had shoes on and was holding on to the bed to get to the bathroom. He asked what I wanted and I told him I was checking to see if he needed anything and I asked if he was in pain and he said yes he was in pain and I told him what he had at this point was Tylenol. He states he needs something stronger than that. I told him that for right now all he had available was Tylenol that I would order something stronger and it may get here tonight or tomorrow. He was not pleased with that, but I then left his room.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/72, pulse 72, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, O2 sat 98%, FSBS 166, and weight 176.4 pounds and those vital signs were obtained several months ago has refused since.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Osteomyelitis of great and possible pinky toe of left foot the large plantar surface of wound. Wound care per Dr. Murphree. PICC line is placed. Daptomycin started today and will receive it daily for seven days.
2. Pain management. I have ordered Norco 7.5/325 mg one p.o. q.6h. p.r.n. and hopefully this will be available tomorrow for him.
3. Behavioral issues. The patient is going to have to learn to ask staff for help and if there are behavioral issues then we will minimize any other needed contact with him.
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
