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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was 2013 or 2014, the patient does not remember the exact date.  He was in Afghanistan.  The patient was in a convoy.  The patient was in the military vehicle.  The patient was on the gunner position.  The patient was on top of the military vehicle.  The patient tells me that the truck rolled over and hit a ditch.  The patient tells me that as the truck was rolling over, he hit the head.  He hit the right side of the head against the metal frame of the vehicle.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for about minute.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient had these symptoms for many days.  He continued on fighting.
The patient currently has significant headache, sensitive to the light, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  The patient feels exhausted, The patient also has neck pain.
The patient is currently working as a care assistant.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his job.  The patient is not able to focus on his work.  The patient is very slow.  The patient is very sluggish in his work.  It is affecting his performance.  The patient has disorientation and confusion at times at work.  The headache is clearly affecting his concentration at work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  He was in Afghanistan between 2013 or 2014, the patient was in military truck at gunner position.  The military truck rolled over and hit a ditch.  The patient hit the right side of the head against metal frame of the truck. The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for about one minute.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient has similar symptoms for many days after that.  Since this event, the patient has chronic headache.  Chronic sensitivity to light.  Difficulty to focus and concentrate.  Feels exhausted.  It is my opinion that the head injury followed by headache, confusion, and disorientation are very common for traumatic brain injury.
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
