CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of right shoulder pain.

SUBJECTIVE: This is a followup after automobile accident. The patient has right shoulder pain still bothering him and the pain level is 6 or 7 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. The patient also has problem doing activities of daily living due to right shoulder pain.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, skin rashes or open wounds.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the right shoulder joint especially anteriorly and range of movement is significantly limited due to pain. Handgrips are bilaterally equal. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
