CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of high blood glucose, weight gain, followup for aortic stenosis and atrial fibrillation.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that her fasting blood glucose is between 130 to 150 mg/dL and she stopped Ozempic injections due to side effects.

The patient also came today as a followup for aortic stenosis and she had echocardiography study and also consultation with cardiologist and they are going to call her back to have aortic valve repaired. Until then the patient will continue on Eliquis.

The patient also came today as a followup for atrial fibrillation and she was seen by cardiologist and he will continue on Eliquis.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, swallowing difficulty, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for atrial fibrillation and she is on Eliquis 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 40 mg tablet one tablet by mouth daily along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of chronic bronchitis and she is on Symbicort 160/4.5 mg ACT by mouth inhalation twice a day.

The patient has a history of pedal edema and she is on furosemide 20 mg tablet one tablet daily as needed.

The patient has a history of neuropathy and she is on gabapentin 100 mg tablet two tablets every evening.

The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on hydralazine 25 mg tablet one tablet twice a day and metoprolol 100 mg one tablet twice a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of seasonal allergies and she is on levocetirizine 5 mg tablet once a day.

The patient has a history of chronic rhinitis and she is on montelukast 10 mg tablet once a day.
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The patient also has coronary artery disease and she is on Omega-3 fatty acid 1 g capsule every day.

The patient has a history of gastritis and she is on omeprazole 20 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes and she is on Sitagliptin 50 mg tablet once a day along with low-carb diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or bruits and there is no raised JVP.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
