CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop physical for inguinal hernia repair.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had large inguinal hernia on the left side. He was seen by surgeon and is scheduled for surgery. The patient also had a CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis and it showed large inguinal hernia on the left side. The patient also complained of constipation on and off and he is on medications. He sometimes has difficulty moving the bowels but he is better than before. The patient denied any blood in the stools.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
The patient also denied any dizziness, snoring or skin rashes.

The patient denied any exposure to serious illnesses or allergies.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg tablet one tablet by mouth daily along with low-fat diet.

The patient is also on Trulance 3 mg tablet one tablet daily for constipation.

ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he is retired now. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness except there is left-sided inguinal hernia.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
