Holter Report
Approximately 11 hours later, the patient pulled out the Holter monitor wires in sleep.

The patient heart rate varied from 29 beats to 150 bpm. The patient remained asymptomatic throughout the recording. There were few single and occasional two PVCs in a row. There were multiple single PACs, two PACs in a row, and multiple episodes of paroxysmal supraventricular tachycardia the most of this episodes happened during the day and there were episode with heart rate mostly between 120 and 150 bpm. At 3.02 p.m., there was episode at 150 bpm for about 132 beats and that is approximately one minute. At 3:05 p.m., there was an episode at 136 bpm and total of 135 beats also once again approximately for one minute. The patient also had episodes of bradycardia with the lowest heart rate of 29 bpm, but multiple episodes were heart rate was between 30 and 40 bpm. At 1:01 p.m., the longest sinus pause was for a 2.7 seconds.
Analysis: The patient from Holter monitor appears to have tachy brady syndrome and the patient so far has not reported any symptom during the Holter monitor.
Final Interpretation:
1. Multiple episodes of paroxysmal supraventricular tachycardia with heart rate ranging between 120 to 150 bpm and some episodes at a rate of 136 per minute and 150 bpm lasting for about a minute.
2. Episodes of significant bradycardia with heart rate between 30 bpm and the lowest heart rate was 29 bpm with longest pause 2.7 seconds.
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3. The few single PVCs with occasional two PVCs in a row.
4. Multiple single and two PACs in a row.
5. The above findings suggest that patient has a tachy brady syndrome without symptoms.
