Thank you for this referral.

This 55-year-old male who comes for evaluation today. He used to smoke 10 years ago, smoked one-fourth pack a day for 20 years and quit 10 years ago. Alcohol socially. Denies any drug allergies.

The patient is referred here because he was not able to get appointment at Texas Oncology on account of his work scheduled and no availability at Texas Oncology.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 55-year-old male was diagnosed to have stomach ulcers in the past. The patient developed portal vein thrombosis of undetermined etiology since then he has been on Coumadin after taking Lovenox for few weeks. The patient takes 6 mg of Coumadin daily. He was checked for hypercoagulable status. His protein S level was slightly low. The patient also has had history of iron deficiency anemia in the past but currently he is not anemic.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes history of hyperlipidemia. He is on medication. Otherwise, he says he has been healthy.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 55-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inches tall, weighing 228 pounds, and blood pressure 142/60.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.
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Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of portal vein thrombosis five years ago since then he is on Coumadin.
2. Possible hypercoagulable status, factor S level was slightly low.

RECOMMENDATIONS: He should continue Coumadin 6 mg since he has done well on that dose. We should check PT/INR every three months. I will see him in two months for recheck.
