The patient was seen via Doxy. They had consented for appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Wendy is a 63-year-old married Caucasian female living at 8239 Toepfer, Warren, MI 48089. Wendy was in a good mood, pleasant affect. Described that she has been doing good, sleeping good, and eating good. Denies any depression, anxiety, or mood swings. Denies any suicidal or hemocidal behaviors. She has been in contact with the primary care physician to start on weight reducing drugs. For this, she has been working on it. She also describes that her primary care physician also told her that she has been gaining weight maybe because of Abilify, which I agreed, which I was telling her for a longtime. Since I saw last time, she stopped taking Abilify and hydroxyzine and she has not shown any side effects of the medications or any withdrawal syndrome. She is only taking Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. She was alert and oriented x3. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucination or any persecutory feeling. I further discussed that it looks like she is doing very well and continue the same medication. The patient was cooperative, attentive, and appropriate in a good mood and pleasant affect.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder by history, currently history of ADD, and currently stable on medications.

PLAN: Continue on Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. A 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefit, and side effects are explained. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
