SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 68-year-old married Caucasian male living with his wife at 15343 Petrie Roseville, MI 48066. Leslie was in a good mood, pleasant, and affect. Describe that he has been doing great. No problem with the medications and no problem at home. He has been complaint with the milieu and the treatment. His wife also agreed about the improvement. The patient has been taking Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day, Seroquel 100 mg twice a day, and Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, and hydroxyzine 25 mg b.i.d. tablet. He describes that he has been feeling much better. He is sleeping and eating good. His wife also admits that about the improvement. There was no involvement movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness. I further discussed that he should work on his diet and also do some exercise and it is a good idea he should go for bike ride, but be careful about the medication as it may cause some drowsiness and he has to look into that to which he has agreed. A 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefit, and side effects are explained.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, symptomatically stable.
PLAN: Continue with the medication. A 30-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
