CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after MRCP.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis for evaluation of the kidney stone and found to have pancreatic cyst and then recently she had MRCP and it showed lobulated cystic lesion in the pancreatic body which measured about 1.8 cm in diameter. The patient at this point does not have any pain in the abdomen and she has a followup with urologist for left-sided calculus which is 4 mm.

The patient has no family history of pancreatic tumors.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, nausea, vomiting, bloating sensation, diarrhea, change in the bowel habits or stool color. Also the patient did not lose any weight.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Unremarkable.
HEART: Unremarkable.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and there is no palpable mass. Bowel sounds are active.
The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
