CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup visit after emergency room visit due to right maxillary abscess rising from the tooth abscess and the patient came today as a followup for hypopituitarism.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has severe pain on the right upper tooth and then it spread to his maxillary sinus and started causing swelling on the right side of the face and the pain was very severe. The patient then went to the emergency room and had an extensive workup done including CT scan of the face and then he had abscess arising from the tooth and then he was on antibiotics and after that he was being seen by ENT physician. Now the patient is feeling better and he started working.
The patient came today as a followup for hypopituitarism and he is stable.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 112 mcg tablet once a day along with hydrocortisone 20 mg tablet once a day and hydrocortisone 5 mg tablet once in the afternoon. The patient is also on vitamin D supplement 50,000 units once every two weeks.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on rosuvastatin 10 mg tablet one tablet a day along with testosterone transdermal 25 mg/ACT two pumps once a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single and he works fulltime job at UPS and dental workshop. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable. There is no tenderness of the sinuses. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
