NEUROLOGICAL PROGRESS REPORT
Dear Professional Colleagues,

Eremina Lyons called today for neurological reevaluation and followup with a clinical history that she is interested in restarting Leqembi for evaluation and treatment of dementia.

She has previously been seen and evaluated for treatment with Leqembi for which we will see her for evaluation and care.

As you may remember, she has a clinical history of dementia and will be referred to the Dementia Evaluation and Treatment Program for examination and Leqembi infusion. In the past, she has been treated with duloxetine, gabapentin and treatment for anxiety. She is interested in starting Leqembi infusion on a regular and routine basis for treatment of her cognitive decline.  Her interest in evaluation and treatment with Leqembi on a regular and routine basis has been discussed with her and she is very much interested in initiating therapy given every one and half to two weeks with followup on her progress over a period of time.
This has all been discussed with her including her therapy, including Lipitor, omeprazole, Omega-3, vitamin D3, multiple vitamin, Restasis. She will be followed by Dr. Alex Delgado through her pharmacy Raley's in Red Bluff, Omega-3 1200 mg, one multiple vitamin per day, pregabalin 75 mg capsule at bedtime, Paxil 30 mg tablets. Dr. Delgado gives a history of increasing cognitive decline with abnormal results from the amyloid PET scan imaging with increased forgetfulness.
We will see her for review of her current medications and clinical symptoms in followup. We reviewed her history and the indicated Leqembi infusions and have agreed to the treatments. She will be referred to the Adventist Health Program in Marysville and we will see her for followup after her therapy has been initiated.
